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 “I will think about all you have done; I will 
reflect upon your deeds!”  (13)  O God, your deeds are extraordinary! What god can 
compare to our great God?  (14) You are the God who does amazing things; you have 
revealed your strength among the nations.” 
 

 
 

 “Praise Yahweh! Give thanks to Yahweh, for he is good, for his 
loving kindness endures forever.  (2)  Who can utter the mighty acts of Yahweh, or fully 
declare all his praise?” 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 

 “For you formed my inmost being. You knit me together in my 
mother’s womb.  (14)  I will give thanks to you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully 
made.

Before the gods, I will 
sing praises to you.  (2)  I will bow down toward your holy temple, and give thanks to 
your Name for your loving kindness and for your truth; for you have exalted your 
Name and your Word above all.  (3)  In the day that I called, you answered me. You 
encouraged me with strength in my soul.” 
 

Deuteronomy 17:6 “At the mouth of two witnesses or three witnesses shall he that is 
worthy of death be put to death. At the mouth of one witness he shall not be put to 
death.” 
 

 
 “I set my rainbow in the cloud, and it will be a sign of a covenant 

between me and the earth.  (14)  When I bring a cloud over the earth, that the rainbow 
will be seen in the cloud,  (15)  I will remember my covenant, which is between me and 
you and every living creature of all flesh, and the waters will no more become a flood 
to destroy all flesh.

  “These signs will accompany those who believe: in my name they 

will cast out demons; they will speak with new languages;  (18)  they will take up 
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serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it will in no way hurt them; they will lay 
hands on the sick, and they will recover.”

refuge under the shadow of your wings.” 
 
 

 
 “My God will richly fill your every need in a glorious way 

through Christ Jesus.  (20)  Glory belongs to our God and Father forever! Amen.” 
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 “have ye not known that ye are a sanctuary of God, and the 

Spirit of God doth dwell in you?” 
 

 
 “When I saw him, I fell at his feet like a dead man. He laid his right 

hand on me, saying, and “Don’t be afraid. I am the first and the last,” 
 
 
 

 
  “And it was said to them that they should not harm the grass of 

the earth, nor every green thing, nor every tree, except only the men who do not have 
the seal of God on their foreheads.” 
 
 

 “The glory of the God of Israel went up from the cherub, whereupon 
it was, to the threshold of the house; and he called to the man clothed in linen, who 
had the writer’s inkhorn by his side.

mercy.  (2)  Because he has turned his ear to me, therefore I will call on him as long as I 
live.  (3)  The cords of death surrounded me, the pains of Sheol got a hold of me. I 
found trouble and sorrow.  (4)  Then I called on Yahweh’s name: “Yahweh, I beg you, 
deliver my soul.”  (5)  Yahweh is Gracious and righteous. Yes, our God is 
merciful.  (6)  Yahweh preserves the simple. I was brought low, and he saved 
me.  (7)  Return to your rest, my soul, for Yahweh has dealt bountifully with 
you.  (8)  For you have delivered my soul from death, my eyes from tears, and my feet 
from falling.  (9)  I will walk before Yahweh in the land of the living.” 
 

  
 “I fall asleep in peace the moment I lie down because you alone, O 

LORD, enable me to live securely.” 
 

 

 “These see Yahweh’s deeds, and his wonders in the 
deep.  (25)  For he commands, and raises the stormy wind, which lifts up its 
waves.  (26)  They mount up to the sky; they go down again to the depths. Their soul 
melts away because of trouble.  (27)  They reel back and forth, and stagger like a 
drunken man, and are at their wits’ end.  (28)  Then they cry to Yahweh in their 
trouble, and he brings them out of their distress.  (29)  He makes the storm a calm, so 
that its waves are still.  (30)  Then they are glad because it is calm, so he brings them to 
their desired haven.  (31)  Let them praise Yahweh for his loving kindness, for his 
wonderful deeds for the children of men!  (32)  Let them exalt him also in the assembly 
of the people, and praise him in the seat of the elders.” 
 

 

 “Be merciful to me, God, be merciful to me, for my soul takes refuge 
in you. Yes, in the shadow of your wings, I will take refuge, until disaster has 
passed.  (2)  I cry out to God Most High, to God who accomplishes my requests for 
me.  (3)  He will send from heaven, and save me, he rebukes the one who is pursuing 
me. Selah. God will send out his loving kindness and his truth.” 
 

 

 “Come, and hear, all you who fear God. I will declare what he 
has done for my soul.  (17)  I cried to him with my mouth. He was extolled with my 
tongue.  (18)  If I cherished sin in my heart, the Lord wouldn’t have listened.  (19)  But 
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most certainly, God has listened. He has heard the voice of my prayer.  (20)  Blessed be 
God, who has not turned away my prayer, nor his loving kindness from me.” 
 

 

  “That which was from the beginning, that which we have heard, that 
which we have seen with our eyes, that which we saw, and our hands touched, 
concerning the Word of life  (2)  (and the life was revealed, and we have seen, and 
testify, and declare to you the life, the eternal life, which was with the Father, and was 
revealed to us);  (3)  that which we have seen and heard we declare to you, that you 
also may have fellowship with us. Yes, and our fellowship is with the Father, and with 
his Son, Jesus Christ.  (4)  And we write these things to you, that our joy may be 
fulfilled.” 
 

 “This is the disciple who testifies about these 
things, and wrote these things. We know that his witness is 
true.  (25)  There are also many other things which Jesus did, 
which if they would all be written, I suppose that even the world 
itself wouldn’t have room for the books that would be written.”
